
JH Audio/ Jerry Bio
Jerry started mixing sound when he was 16 years old. He started in the bars of St Louis and within a few years was mixing the top St Louis bands.
In the mid 80s Jerry left St Louis for Los Angeles to work for Carmine Appice’s King Kobra band.  This was short lived and Jerry found himself homeless in LA. Bob Brunner owner of Mates rehearsal studio let Jerry sleep at the Studio in change for mixing sound for the bands that rehearsed there.
In 1986 Jerry landed the Skyscraper tour with David Lee Roth and spent the next 20 years touring 300 days a year as a sound engineer with such bands as Van Halen, Kiss, k.d. Lang , The Cult, Morrisey, Luis Miguel, Linkin Park,  Engelbert and many others. Today Jerry still tours a few times a year to keep his mixing chops fresh and to Road test new earpiece designs. He is currently mixing the Glee TV show on tour.
After putting Alex Van Halen on ear monitors for the Balance tour, Alex told him the audio quality was less that acceptable and that he should find something that sounded better. Jerry designed the first 2 way IEM for Alex in early 1995.  In late 1995 Jerry founded Ultimate Ears and was the earpiece designer and CTO until he left in 2007.
Jerry invented the first 2 way IEM the first triple driver earpiece, the first 4 driver IEM and now with JH Audio continues to lead the industry with the first 6 and 8 driver 3 way IEM designs.
In 2008 Jerry and his business partner Brittany Harvey founded JH Audio. Brittany and Jerry decided to get back into the Music IEM market because the technology had stagnated and the customer service of most of the other companies was sub par.
JH Audio’s mission is to be first to market with new IEM technology and to offer first class customer service unmatched by the competition.
